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Notes to Oral Defense Committee:

Please evaluate the entire thesis project rather than just the oral defense.

Outstanding: equivalent to a master’s thesis; the very best (e.g., top 5 percent of all Honors theses). 

Very good: exceptional quality of research and writing (e.g., top 25 percent).
Good: Solid, commendable work.

Satisfactory: meets minimal standards of research and writing.

Unsatisfactory: does not meet minimal standards of research and writing.
As of Summer 2021, students will no longer submit paper copies of the thesis to the Honors Program office. They must still submit their Honors theses to BEARdocs, the online repository for Baylor research. The thesis student must obtain his or her thesis mentor’s signature on the Honors College agreement form (copyright agreement form) and then upload it with the thesis to BEARdocs. It is recommended that the student get their professor to sign the agreement form at the conclusion of the thesis defense or shortly thereafter.
